Starting school or moving on to junior or high school is
an important time for your child please take the time
to read through the information provided below.

Here’s what you should consider 

before completing your application:

You MUST apply before the closing date. High school applications -
31 October, infant, primary and junior school applications - 15
January

It is vital that you read the ‘How to apply for a school place’ 

guide. This guide provides detailed information on the school 
admissions process and how school places are allocated. You can 
view it online at luton.gov.uk/school-admissions
It is important to state three different 

schools. Consider realistic ‘back-up’ 
preferences. Look up your catchment area 
school and remember, if you want your 
catchment area school to be considered, you 
must include it as one of your preferences. 
Always consider putting the catchment 
area school as a back-up preference.

The next day, the Samaritan gave money to the person in charge of the inn. He said,

“Please look after him. If it costs more, I will pay you back when I return.”

Then Jesus asked,

“Which of these three people was a good neighbor to the man who was hurt?”

The man replied,

“The one who showed kindness and helped him.”

Jesus said,

“Go and do the same.”

Dignity means showing that we respect ourselves

and others. It’s about knowing that everyone is

special and deserves to be treated kindly and fairly.
